1) Call to Order
Fire Board President Brett Hurff called the meeting to order at 1:04 PM.

3) Pledge of Allegiance

4) Approval of Minutes – February 11, 2026
President Hurff asked the fire board if they had reviewed the meeting minutes for February 11, 2026, and if they had any questions or concerns. As there were none, Vice President Lee moved to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Secretary Sollid. The meeting minutes for February 11, 2026, were approved by a unanimous vote.
5) Approval of the Agenda
President Hurff asked the fire board if they had reviewed the March 11, 2026, Agenda and if they had any comments or corrections. There was none.

President Hurff called for a motion to approve the agenda. Upon a motion by Secretary Sollid, seconded by Director Mueller, and with a unanimous vote, the motion was approved.

A. Station & Grounds – Drainage, Interior Repairs – Update
President Hurff called on Chief Gray to report on Building & Grounds.

Chief said that Fire Fighter Bruce Sherod has been working on sod, topsoil, and irrigation (+/- $4,000). The Chief hopes to have it done by the Easter Egg Hunt.

Chief said that they are still trying to get (3) bids for the flooring. He is still waiting to hear from Zengals.

Chief reported that Firefighter Bruce Sherod offered to remove and dispose of the existing flooring.

Chief reported that they got a quote to replace the older interior doors to match the new ones. He will put together a proposal when he has all the pricing.

President Hurff confirmed that the fire board had reviewed the February expenditures and asked if anyone questions. There were none. Secretary Sollid made a motion to approve the expenses, Director Mueller seconded, and it was approved unanimously.

Chief talked about the training he went to last week and mentioned the fire that just happened in Chester on Richardson Way.

Chief Gray said that they want to honor the retirees at the pancake breakfast on June 27th.

Chief said that they had approved and ordered one a while ago, but the order ended up being cancelled by the company, and they haven’t followed up on it.
